Baby Room

All settings that receive nursery
education funding are required to offer
high quality provision, setting standards
for learning and development.

Most children are expected to achieve
the Early Learning Goals by the end of
the Foundation stage. The Early Years
Foundation Stage prepares children for
learning in Key Stage 1 and is consistent
with the National Curriculum.

Working within the Early Years
Foundation Stage framework we
provide the experiences and support

to help children feel good about
themselves, respect others and develop
a positive attitude to learning.

Hours of Opening

Full-time children
Children cannot be accepted before 7.30am
The latest they can be collected is 6.00pm

Part-time children

Morning session

Children cannot be accepted before 7.30am
The latest they can be collected is 12.30pm.

Afternoon session
Children cannot be accepted before 1.30pm
The latest they can be collected is 6.00pm

PARENTS ARE REQUESTED TO ADHERE TO THESE
TIMES STRICTLY. A CHARGE OF £10.00 WILL BE
APPLIED FOR EACH 15 MINUTES YOU GO BEYOND
YOUR PAID SESSION.

Should you be running late and not able to pick your child
up at the required time it is your responsibility to contact
the nursery to let them know.

If any person other than a parent/carer is collecting your
child, we must be informed beforehand who that person
is, giving their name and a brief description*. Under no
circumstances will a child be allowed to leave nursery
with anyone unknown to the nursery staff.

* A password is decided between the parent and the practitioner,
this is used on collection of the child.



Fees must be paid in full, calender monthly in advance, on the
first day of the month your child attends nursery.

Full fees are charged for absences due to illness or holidays.
Full fees are charged for both full and part-time children for
months shortened by Bank Holidays.

One months written notice must be given should you wish to
withdraw your child or change sessions.

Babies 3 Months - 2 Years
Full Time: £185.00 per week
Part Time:  £41.00 per day (minimum of two days)

18 Months - 2 Years - Toddler Room Only

AM* Session: £26.50 per session (including breakfast
and lunch)

PM* Session: £24.50 per session (including high tea)

Toddlers & Pre-School 2 Years+

Full Time: £165.00 per week (including breakfast,
lunch and high tea)

Part Time:  £37.00 per day (minimum of two days)

AM* Session: £23.50 per session (including breakfast
and lunch)

PM* Session: £21.50 per session (including high tea)

Please note minimum of two sessions per week.
*AM Session = (07:30 - 12:30)
*PM Session = (1:30 - 6.00)

Please also note that all fees are subject to review in
September each year.



Regulations

Your child is being educated during the most informative
years and in order to keep the high standard of the nursery
it is important to adhere to the following regulations.

Holidays

The nursery is open throughout the year except for
statutory Bank Holidays. Christmas opening times will be
confirmed nearer the time.

Clothing

Please mark CLEARLY all clothing etc ... with your child’s
name. We also ask parents whose children are not fully
trained to provide a draw string bag clearly named
containing a change of clothes in case of accidents.
Nappies must be provided as the nursery does not carry
supplies. A sun hat and sun cream must be left in the
nursery over the summer months.

Valuables

Children must not bring jewellery, money or other
valuables to the nursery, nor should they bring toys,
sweets, chocolate or chewing gum.

Absences

It is very important that we are informed if your child is
absent. If we have not been notified within one week, your
child’s place at the nursery may be offered to someone else.

Potty Training

There is no set age by which a child is magically dry and
clean. Children are individuals and vary in achieving their
development milestones. Once you start this process with
your child, please inform the staff so we can help.

Sickness

In the interest of all the children attending the nursery, if
your child has diarrhoea, sore throat or a rash, please keep
him/her at home until the symptoms have disappeared or
your GP has given clearance. In the instance of diarrhoea
could you please keep your child off for at least 48 hours.
If your child becomes ill at nursery, we will make every
effort to contact you. Please note, we reserve the right to
remove any child to hospital in an emergency.



Records, Policies

and Procedures

In line with the Welfare Requirements the following records,
policies and procedures are required to be kept in the nursery:

Enrolment Forms

This is also a contract with parents/carers. The information
contained on this form includes the name, home address
and date of birth of each child who is looked after in the
nursery. Information such as contact numbers for parents/
carers must be kept up to date. A ‘Change of Details’ form
is available from the office.

Parental Consent Forms

Parents/carers are required to provide a signature if they
agree to their child being taken off-site, photographed
or videoed taking part in activities during the course of
the nursery day and, if necessary, for emergency medical
treatment to be given. A signature is required for food
tasting and application of sun cream.

Medication Policy

A record of any medicinal product administered to any child
in the nursery, including the date and circumstances of its
administration, by whom it was administered together with
a record of a parent/carers consent is kept on the premises.

Accident Records

A record of all accidents which occur in the nursery,
including the date, the name of the child, any witnesses
and the circumstances in which the accident occurred,
together with a signature from a parent/carer is kept on
the premises.

A policy file is available for parents/carers to access
during opening hours. This is a working document, read
and signed by all the staff, students and visitors. Please
feel free to add your signature when you read any of the
documents.
